General Business 
 
Dubbo – Mark Riley 

 Recently had discussions with Mayor and Supt Single re local crime issues. 
 BOCSAR results pleasing. 
 Expressed a concern over social drug use in Dubbo. 
 CCTV cameras – two new cameras to be installed in Dubbo however encountered problem with 

country Energy who are not allowing the cameras to be installed on their light/power poles. 
 
D/Insp Blackman reply 
Re social drug use - Proactivity currently down due to staffing issues, ie. vacancies, staff on restricted 
duties, part time, maternity leave etc.. Staff also tied up with investigating large scale suppliers, which 
means small scale users/suppliers often put on backburner. Utilising drug dogs when possible. 
 
 
Narromine - Dawn Collins 

 Increase in broken glass on streets of Narromine CBD and other parts of town. Suggested no glass 
takeaways be sold from licensed premises after certain times. Problems generally experienced 
after local football games. 

 
Mark Riley posed whether the committee should take ideas further re licensed premises and extended 
conditions re glass and closing/operating hours. 
 
Gilgandra – Doug Lummis 

 Drugs (use/supply) an issue in Gilgandra. 
 Liquor accord in Gilgandra a success. 
 Increase in young persons wandering the streets. 
 Problems with phone in Gilgandra not transferring to Dubbo Police Station. 
 Council are happy with the work of Gilgandra Police particularly high visibility RBT being conducted 

on the major highways through town. 
 Issues raised included domestic violence, shoplifting at IGA and Target Country.
