tell you how.

Chemicals
The police may use chemicals.
The police will get special cleaners to clean up

the chemicals.




Dead bodies

You must clean up the mess from a dead body

in your home or car.

The police may use chemicals. Read page 1.

Family members of a dead person might have to
clean up the home or car. Ask the police if you

are not sure.
